Many of them, who have grown up
and flown the nest, have achieved
great heights like joining the Army,
working in national and international
companies, becoming a choreogra-
pher or a yoga teacher. These kids
belong to different faiths and spend
time together here as one big family.

The Project made
sure that they continue to get food,
